They have been part of the team since 2012, On 19 November there will be a discussion
on current topics concerning contemporary art, which is organised in partnership with the National Endownment Fund "13
Centuries Bulgaria”and Sofia Development Association. So Close, so Far continues to evolve and fill up public spaces with contempo-
rary art.

“Borjana Ventzislavova's work addresses issues of mobility and crossing
of socio-geographical and cultural boarders and deal with the complex
process of communication and translation. Focusing on documentary
and narrative structures and constructions, she mixes stages and
situations, still and moving image, text and sound into cases and stories
that test the line between personal and social, examine the interaction
between individual and collective in the frame of current events and
history. In her concern with the strategies of re-positioning, manipulation
and perception, and discrepancy procedure, Ventzislavova'’s work draws
attention to the permeable boarders between reality and fiction.”
