is a not for profit organisation, focussed on popularizing
contemporary Bulgarian culture and art abroad and "at
home".

Since 2012 the organisation has accomplished
five national exhibitions and presented over 60 contemporary
Bulgarian artists living abroad. In 2017, So Close So Far
realised the international project Fragmented Stories:
Sofia-Berlin — a remarkable cultural exchange, thanks to
which 17 contemporary German artists were presented
in Sofia, and a collective exhibition of young Bulgarian
artists was organized at the gallery of the Union of Berlin
Artists.

2018 is a year of new beginnings: in April at the
Regional History Museum - Sofia So Close So Far presented the
inferactive sound installation “Stories” and the video installation
“Constellation Lefters” by the visual artist Christo Guelov from
Madrid, Spain. The installations recreated the connection
between Bulgarian traditions and memory, the power of Cyrillic
signs and symbols seen in words and experiences.

So Close So Far is dedictaed to keeping the art of
talented Bulgarian artists in Bulgaria. As a result, a number of
works from the exhibitions convened over the years have been
bought and are now part of the collections of the National Art
Gallery, the National Donation Fund "13 Centuries Bulgaria", the
Bank for Reconstruction and Development, private collections,
etcera.

Balance Point

The purpose of the exhibition is to immerse the
visitor in an environment that will take him away from everyday
life. By opposing different means of expression and ideas,
the works of Magdalena Nikolova and Sandra Stoycheva
complement each other, creating a feeling of balance. They
depict the need for balance between material and spiritual,
between personal and professional, desires and obligations.
The exhibition explores the search for balance as a personal
inner process that creates the image of the contemporary
woman.

In the works of the two young and tfalented Bulgarian
artists the different faces and metaphors of the woman can
be recognized. The woman as a symbol of both the earth
and the sky. She is created by flesh and blood, but is often
worshiped and elevated in cult. She is gentle and strong,
mother and successful in her career. She is the reality without
which we can not exist, but also the illusion that inspires.

Magdalena Nikolova works with different media.
Abstract painting is one of the keys to the art of the young
artist, who also works with objects, embodying the meaning
of eternal primacy and vitality.

Sandra Stoycheva recreates the eternal beginning
and strength that the woman has in life - through innovative
and deeply synchronizing elements, realized in her kinetic
sculptures and installations.
